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History education has undergone a number of dynamic changes in recent decades. A curricular reform emphasising focus on competencies was implemented. Modern technologies have changed the ways in which historical knowledge is transmitted and the past is revealed. New media opened up space for new forms of dealing with history and democratised the approach to history. Didactic theories focused on supporting historical literacy emerged. Where does history education in the Czech Republic stand in this dynamic situation and what challenges does it currently face?
Within this thematic issue, we would like to combine various perspectives and approaches. History education takes place not only in schools, but also in archives, libraries, museums, the public media and the non-profit sector. It is aimed at various audiences. Because we would like to bring these diverse perspectives together in the thematic issue, we are therefore addressing archivists, didacts, historians, librarians, museologists, preservationists and workers in the media and non-governmental organisations. We anticipate a predominant thematic focus on Czech or Czechoslovak issues, but that is not a condition. Foreign contexts can serve not only as inspiration, but also as an appropriate area of comparison for thinking about the specific features of the Czech situation. In addition to that, a number of trends in history education have a transnational nature, so their consideration cannot be limited to a single national perspective. The issue of history education has no fixed subject or thematic boundaries, as it is a dynamic, fluid and interdisciplinary field. With a similar plurality, we approach the definition of topics, which we perceive rather as open thematic problems can be summarised in the points set forth below. 

· How do modern technologies and new media influence historical culture and history education? What are the challenges that history education faces in schools and museums and on tours of historical sites? 
· How well are various technological and methodological innovations being implemented into educational practice? Can we in any way verify the effects of innovations “from below” or compare the effectiveness of different approaches to education?
· In the public space, emphasis is often placed on teaching contemporary history. What is the situation with older history? In what does its specific benefit for history education consist?
· How is history currently being taught in schools and museums and on tours of historical sites? How was it taught previously? What has changed? We welcome a focus on specific problems (motivation, methods of presentation and assessment, the use of technology, project instruction, etc.) and we value the theoretical consideration associated with insights into practice.
· The constructivist concept of education is promoted in pedagogy and didactics. How is this reflected in the field of history, which is often perceived as a scientific subject in which students acquire knowledge? How can constructivist history education look and what problems does it face in schools, libraries and museums, and in the course of education in the field of preservationism?
· Public media (particularly Czech Television and Czech Radio) devote a great deal of attention to history education. What approaches do they use? What social impact do they have? What are the trends abroad and how is the Czech situation distinctive?
· Framework educational programmes emphasise focus on skills. But how can they be evaluated? How is the concept of “error” evolving in the context of history education? What should a competency-focused history test, functional feedback and history competition look like?
· What challenges does the current historiography pose for history education? To what extent has the dialogue between academic science, its popularisation and history education been successful? What are the inducements for education based on modern historiographical topics (oral history, postcolonial theories, gender, etc.)?
