In the historiography of wars and militarism, there has long been a tension between “Old” Military History (dealing with the themes of warfare, battles, politics and armies) and New Military History (which tends to steer away from these orthodox themes, sometimes to the point of entirely avoiding military issues as such). Military history is thus characterized by a considerable plurality of themes and approaches. The aim of the 2/2024 issue of the journal Historie – Otázky – Problémy [History – Issues – Problems] is to interconnect these different themes and approaches, to offer an overview of new research and to initiate a dialogue to further develop this diverse field. The framework for this issue of the journal will be provided by the social and cultural history of warfare in the broadest sense. A two-way interaction between military historians applying the methods of social and cultural history and cultural historians focusing on military themes will be of benefit to both sides. 
In this thematic issue, we wish to apply these dynamic historiographical approaches to the study of military history, primarily in Central Europe. We will particularly welcome papers on modern history, i.e. covering the period from the beginning of the 19th century to the present day, but we are also open to older themes, which can be featured following consultation. 

Suggested themes:
· The relationship of society to the army, defence, militarism, social and cultural mobilization and their transformations
· Cultural reflection, commemoration and the politics of memory in light of wars and militarism 
· Institutional culture and the social development of the armed forces, universal conscription, compulsory basic military service and the professionalization of armies 
· Gender aspects of the military, military masculinity, women and defence
· Youth, defence, veterans’ and paramilitary organisations, associations and movements
· War volunteering, motivation in war and the army
· The individual’s war experience, memory and reflection
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
